(e.g. economics — transportation; urban planning - housing, etc.)
¢ Indicate whether you have a preference for being slotted in the MCRSA track or the IMPLAN track

Important Notice: Conference registration fee must be paid by May 9, 2012 or the paper will be removed from
the program and will not be presented, even if previously accepted. This is necessary due to the number of
people who submit paper proposals, but do not attend and do not provide notification.
